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and the tenor vocal instructor. This was a professional 
group of 30 singers who performed about 25 times per 
month – sometimes two and three performances each 
day. When not “on the road”, there were six-hour days 
of rehearsals. 

Later, he became accompanist for this group and 
had to commit to memory nearly 200 pieces of music! 
The group performed in Meistersinger Halle in Nuren-
burg and the Hall of Mirrors at the Palace of Versailles, 
made numerous television appearances, and recorded 
three LP albums, one of which Gerry still owns. 

In May of 1965 there was a competition with sev-
eral hundred choruses at an International Festival  in 
s’Hertogenbosch in the Netherlands. The group won 
First Prize!  Gerry remarks, “This was a very exciting 
time in my life musically, and I got to travel throughout 
Europe!” 

But in one’s life, there are mountains and valleys, 
and Gerry was about to enter a valley. While stationed at 
Fort Benning, Georgia….again with an Army Cho-
rus….he had an accident that left him with two broken 
arms. The left elbow had been completely shattered.  He 
recalls the doctor asking what his job was.  When Gerry 
told him that he was a pianist, the doctor as much as 
said, “…no longer.” But, as many musicians are also 
mountain climbers, after two surgeries and six months 
later, Gerry was able to begin moving his fingers again, 
and within a few months was once more a keyboard 
player!  He notes, “Physical therapy is very painful, but 
without it, I wouldn’t be playing today.” He retired from 
the Army that same year….1969. 

In September 1969 he moved to Philadelphia to at-
tend Combs College of Music. He had chosen Combs 
because at that time there were only three colleges in the 
country that offered a degree in Music Therapy, and 
Combs was the closest one. But in his second year, 
Gerry switched majors, and in 1973 he received the 
Bachelor of Music degree with a major in piano, and 
minors in organ and voice. During his Philadelphia 
years he held positions at a number of churches, and was 
also the first music director for the Three Little Bakers 
Dinner Theater, and Downingtown Inn Dinner Theater. 

Gerry returned to Harrisburg in 1976 and has held 
positions at Paxton United Methodist, Second United 
Church of Christ, and a 16½-year stint at Zion Lutheran 
in downtown Harrisburg. He is now in his second year 
at St. Paul Lutheran in Hummelstown. Gerry is em-
ployed at the State Library of Pennsylvania. 

Gerry has been a member of the Harrisburg Chapter 
of AGO since 1984, and has enjoyed his leadership po-
sitions of Sub-Dean and Dean, and getting to know 
“such a wonderful group of musicians”.  One of his spe-
cialties is planning organ crawls, which have been en-

Know Your Former Deans  
“SPOTLIGHT on GERRY HOOVER” 

by Mary Jane Nelson 
 

 In the several years since I have been writing these bio-
graphical sketches of our Harrisburg Chapter AGO mem-
bers, there seems to be a common thread which runs 
through the lives of quite a few of these musicians…..and a 
thread which our Chapter is trying to spin toward many 
years in the future. Many of us have begun to have interest 
in music at quite an early age, and as one of our earliest re-
sponsibilities, found ourselves accompanying the Sunday 
School class worship, or the youth group, or the scout 
troop… just because we seemed to be the only one around 
who could play the piano….and in some cases were pressed 
into very early service at the organ! 

Gerry Hoover is certainly another one of us who was 
“discovered” in this manner. He served as Dean of the Har-
risburg Chapter from 1987-1988. His earliest recollections 
of music involved listening to a wind-up Victrola, and being 
enchanted by the piano playing of his aunt. His parents 
bought him his first piano at the age of ten. This great gift 
came with the first two books of John Schaum Piano 
Method, from which Gerry taught himself to play….before 
he was sent to a piano teacher. 

During his early years his CHURCH encouraged him to 
play for Sunday School.  And when he was 13, the 
CHURCH chose three student pianists to receive FREE OR-
GAN LESSONS for a year. From that day on, Gerry was 
“hooked” on the organ, and it was at this point that he de-
cided he wanted to become an organist and a CHURCH 
musician. You get the message? 

At the age of 14, he took lessons from Isabel Ibach, a 
former student of Alexander McCurdy at The Curtis Insti-
tute. She was really a harp major, but an excellent pianist 
and organist, also. Ms. Ibach insisted that Gerry take some 
more piano instruction, so he continued with that course of 
study all through high school. He was accompanist for all 
the school choirs and musicals, and was chosen to play for 
County Chorus. 

Following high school, Gerry studied with Bessie 
Henry at Market Square Presbyterian, and later with Ron 
Sider.  He seems to remember that Ron taught him a lot of 
the “Orgelbüchlein”.   During that time, he also studied 
voice with Earl Miller at Messiah College, and was organ-
ist, and later organist-director, at Trinity Evangelical United 
Brethren (now Methodist) in New Kingstown. 

With quite a bit of music in his life already, in 1963 
Gerry enlisted in the U. S. Army to become a Chaplain’s 
Assistant.   He went to Germany for a 31-month tour of 
duty, and was first a Chaplain’s Assistant at the 7th Army 
NCO Academy where he played seven services each Sun-
day, both Protestant and Roman Catholic.  In August of 
1964, he joined the 7th Army Soldier’s Chorus as a singer

Italian concert organist Giorgio Parolini will make his 
local premier in a major recital at Grace Lutheran Church, 
North Queen and James Streets, Lancaster, on Sunday April 
25, 2004  at 4:00 PM.  

His program will include several organ-recital “barn-
burners,” closing with the “Finale” from the Symphony No. 
1 by Louis  Vierne.  To open his program Parolini will per-
form the fiendishly-difficult Choral-Improvisation on 
“Victimae Paschali Laudes.”  

Parolini will give his listeners a rare treat in hearing the 
Organ Sonata by 19th-century Italian composer Vincenzo 
Bellini, along with three works by Marco Enrico Bossi, 
Entrée Pontoficale, Chant de soir, and Theme and Varia-
tions, Op. 115, and two movements, “Veni Creator” and 
“Salva Regina” from a set of Gregorian Paraphrases by 
the contemporary Italian Eugenio Maria Fagiani, music 
virtually unknown in America. 

Very different in nature: Royal Procession on “All 
Glory, Laud, and Honor” by contemporary American or-
ganist Dan Miller.  And to round out the program, Parilini 
will play also two movements from Le Tombeau de Tite-
louze by the famous French organist Marcel Dupré: “Te 
lucis ante terminum” and “Lucis creator optime.” 

The organ at Grace Church is a large three-manual in-
strument by Hermann Schlicker with 54 ranks of pipes. It 
stands in a prominent position in the rear gallery and 
speaks well down through the nave of the church.  It is 
quite adaptable to many styles of music, and Parolini’s rep-
ertoire will take on very rewarding sounds with this instru-
ment. 

There is no admission charge, but an offering will be 
received. The audience is invited to a free light supper in 
the church Fellowship Hall following the concert. For 
more details contact the church office  717-397-2748. 

Giorgio Parolini in Lancaster

This historic organ has a nice variety of 
sounds, the loveliest being the Great Dulci-
ana. The breadth of the Great Doppel Floete 
is surprising and the Great Open Diapason 
has a lot of body. When coupling the Swell 
to Great the organist has to work hard—I 
knew that all of the work to move the track-
ers and open the pallets was coming from my 
fingertips! 

I thank Nancy Maloni for inviting me in 
to meet “Agnes” and Wayne Wolford, a 
church trustee and “Agnes’ guardian,” for his 
presence and thoughts.

Pipes in Proximity 
by Shawn Gingrich 

 
 

This month I took a step back in 
time. Theodore Roosevelt was 
President of the United States, Sam-
uel Pennypacker was Governor of 
Pennsylvania, milk cost about 10 
cents a gallon, and the use of elec-
tricity in churches was still about a 
decade away when the organ was 
installed in the Duncannon Presby-
terian Church. 

The congregation’s roots go 
back to the late 1700s. In 1804 a 
congregational meeting held at the 
mouth of the Juniata River called 
Joseph Brady to pastor a charge of 
three churches. The first church 
building was erected in 1804 in then 
in 1841 a building in the town, then 
called Petersburg, was dedicated. 
After being blown down by a storm, 
this building was replaced in 1866. The present church building used 
by the congregation was built in 1887.  

It is interesting to note that William James Kirkpatrick (1838-
1921) composer of such hymn tunes as the CRADLE HYMN for Away in 
a Manger, TRUST IN JESUS for ‘Tis So Sweet to Trust in Jesus and the 
text and tune COMING HOME for Lord, I’m Coming Home was born in 
Duncannon and was a member of this church. There is a window in the 
Church Sunday School room dedicated in his memory. 

Opus 588 built by the Möller Organ Company was installed at 
about the time of the congregation’s centennial anniversary in 1905. 
After 100 years this instrument remains today serving each week and is 

affectionately called “Agnes” by the present 
organist and fellow Chapter member Nancy 
Maloni. Originally costing $1,385, $600 of 
which was given by philanthropist Andrew 
Carnegie, the eleven-rank, two-manual in-
strument has only had one major renovation 
in its 100-
year history. 
In 1977 
James R. 
McFarland 
of Millers-
ville, Lan-

caster County renovated the instrument, 
reworking the winding system, replac-
ing the bushings, bearings, axel points 
and valve gaskets, repairing the wind 
chests, repairing and straightening the 
pipes, repairing the ivories, and making

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joyed by all who participated. 
He notes that he has traveled to numerous regional and 

national AGO conventions, and has taken master classes 
with some of the best teachers in the world of organists. 

When Gerry is not working, he enjoys entertaining and 
cooking….but he also enjoys his pets: Baillie, a Cairn Ter-
rier, and Willie, a 15-pound lovable cat! 

In closing, he remarks, “I find that one can always 
learn something if you keep your mind open to different 
aspects and viewpoints, even if one does not agree. Belief 
and trust in God will help anyone achieve most anything 
they want, if they are willing to work hard. I feel very 
blessed to have had such an exciting career and life.  En-
couragement from family, friends and teachers has been an 
inspiration in my life and choice of career.” 

Which brings us back to the exciting work we in the 
Chapter can do to urge our young people who indicate mu-
sical interest to take lessons, go to POE experiences, use 
their talents, and someday…very soon…take their places at 
church organ consoles, just as so many of our Chapter 
members have done in the past. Thank you, Gerry, for an-
other inspiring life story, and for your past and continuing 
work with the Harrisburg Chapter. Onward and up the 
mountains!

Ned Rorem -  
Eightieth Birthday Celebration 

 
For the first time ever, Ned Rorem’s Complete Organ 

Works will be performed in celebration of his 80th birthday 
year. The two performances will take place on May 4 & 18, 
2004, at 8:00 PM, at The Riverside Church, New York 
City.  This is the only such event anywhere in the country.  

The two concerts, which Ned Rorem will attend, will 
include all of his solo organ works plus his rarely heard Or-
gan Concerto, which Gregory D’Agostino  will perform 
with the acclaimed New York ensemble, the Eos Orchestra 
with Conductor Jonathan Sheffer  

At the conclusion of the second concert, on May 18, we 
will present - together with the DEANS of supporting AGO 
chapters that are able to attend - a citation to Ned for his 
enormous contributions to organ and choral literature 
through the years. The citation will include the names of 
every supporting AGO chapter 

Rorem’s legacy for the solo organ is the LARGEST by 
an American composer for at least five decades, and is one 
of the most significant bodies of work ever written for the 
organ by an American composer.  He has also written 
scores of choral works, sacred and secular, which are regu-
larly performed in churches throughout the country.
